Quote? What, then, was the purpose of the law?  It was added because of transgressions until the Seed to whom the promised referred had come.  The law was put into effect through angels by a mediator.  

Galatians 3:22
Quote? But the Scripture declares that the whole world is a prisoner of sin, so that what was promised, being given through faith in Jesus Christ, might be given to those who believe.  

Galatians 3:26
Quote? You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 

Galatians 3:28
Quote? There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus. 

Galatians 4:6
Quote? Because you are sons, God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, "Abba, Father."  

Galatians 4:7
Quote? So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and since you are a son, God has made you also an heir.

Galatians 4:14
Quote? Even though my illness was a trial to you, you did not treat me with contempt or scorn. Instead, you welcomed me as if I were an angel of God, as if I were Christ Jesus himself. 

Galatians 4:28
Quote? Now you, brothers, like Isaac, are children of promise. 

Galatians 4:31
Quote? Therefore, brothers, we are not children of the slave woman, but of the free woman. 

Galatians 5:1
Quote? It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be burdened again by a yoke of slavery. 

Galatians 5:6
Quote? For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision has any value.  The only thing that counts is faith expressing itself through love.

Galatians 5:13
Quote? You, my brothers, were called to be free.  But do not use your freedom to indulge the sinful nature; rather, serve one another in love.

Galatians 5:14
Quote? The entire law is summed up in a single command, Love your neighbor as yourself.  

Galatians 5:15
Quote? If you keep on biting and devouring each other, watch out or you will be destroyed by each other. 

Galatians 5:16
Quote? So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature.

Galatians 5:17
Quote? For the sinful nature desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. They are in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want.  

Galatians 5:22
Quote? But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness.

Galatians 5:24
Quote? Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the sinful nature with its passions and desires.
Galatians 5:26 Quote?  Let us not become conceited, provoking and envying each other. 

Galatians 6:1
Quote? Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently.  But watch yourself, or you also may be tempted. 

Galatians 6:2
Quote? Carry each other's burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ.

Galatians 6:3
Quote? If anyone thinks he is something when he is nothing, he deceives himself.

Galatians 6:7
Quote? Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked.  A man reaps what he sows. 

Galatians 6:8
Quote? The one who sows to please his sinful nature, from that nature will reap destruction; the one who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life.  

Galatians 6:9
Quote? Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.

Galatians 6:10
Quote? Therefore, as we have opportunity, let us do good to all people, especially to those who belong to the family of believers.
